City. In the survey period from June to 
October 2023, the City received appox.17,000 

reports about 43 target species of creatures.  Please refer 
to the City's website for more details.

1) Kabutoyama Nature Environment Center  
The center has four facilities: Kabutoyama Nature House, 
Kabutoyama Nature Learning Center, Kabutoyama 
Camping site and Shakegoyama Camping site. It preserves 
good environment around the area.

2) Koshienhama Nature Environment Center 
It preserves Koshienhama which has natural sand beach, 
tidal land and rocky shore and supports nature observation 
and environment learning activities for citizens.

3) Kitayama Ryokka Botanical Garden 
The garden exhibits plants and has a consultation center 
about greenery around the facility.

regionally rooted in the City. It has a Mini-Mini aquarium 
from which you can learn the importance of the natural 
environment of the waterfront.

[Consultation case] I received an SMS 
(short message service) from a site that I 
did not remember using that said, "You 
have an outstanding payment for a pay 
site. If we do not hear from you by the 
end of today, we will move to legal action. 
[Advice] SMSs requesting fees you do 

not remember are likely to be fictitious or sent at random 
to an unspecified phone number, not for services you 
actually used. If you are upset and contact them, you may 
be led to pay money or asked to provide undisclosed 
personal information. If you do not recognize the SMS you 
receive, even if it is from an existing business, it is 
important to remain calm and ignore the message for a 
while.
